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My beloved in the Lord: 
 

This year Triodion begins of Sunday, February 5th, and as we start our spiritual preparations to traverse the   

journey of Great Lent, I would humbly like to share with you some reflections on what is the make-up of an Orthodox    

Christian.  It is human nature to categorize and evaluate others, and this nature also applies to us as Orthodox Christians.  

We apply words like good, real, indifferent, lukewarm, or bad to this title, perhaps because we understand there are 

entirely too many nominal Orthodox Christians.  Surely, however, most of us consider ourselves pretty good Orthodox 

Christians.  This raises the question, what is a ñgoodò Orthodox Christian?  What are the qualifying criteria? 
 

Some suggest that a ñgoodò Orthodox Christian does not do those things the Church prohibits.  This is the    

negative test of the Orthodox Christian life.  It is good, but not enough.  Others consider a ñgoodò Orthodox Christian 

one who is faithful to the teachings of the Church, who tries to live up to its formal requirements by attending services, 

receiving Holy Communion and contributing money.  Still others contend that the supreme test of Orthodoxy is activity 

ï teaching in Church school, working with youth, assisting the Priest in pastoral work, belonging to various auxiliaries, 

singing in the choir or pitching in to help with the many chores around the Church buildings.  A few people feel that a 

ñgoodò Orthodox Christian should not confine himself only to our tradition, but should get out into the community and 

participate in resolving the problems.  Anyone providing leadership for a worthy cause, they contend, is a ñgoodò        

Orthodox Christian because that person is using the Orthodox background for the good of the greatest number of people. 
 

 The list can go on and on.  You can readily see yourself or others in these categories.  Taken together, they do 

characterize a ñgoodò Orthodox Christian; however, no one of them is the supreme test.  We may refrain from drinking 

and swearing, may be faithful to the formal requirements of Orthodoxy, may be active in the Church and community, 

and yet not be ñgoodò Orthodox Christians. 
 

 To be ñgoodò Orthodox Christians, we must live faith above and beyond these practices.  A ñgoodò Orthodox 

Christian needs to understand the source of Christian living.  As children of God, we have been brought into a vital     

union with the Resurrected Lord, and that relationship changes us.  A ñgoodò Orthodox Christian is a ñnew creatureò in 

our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  According to Holy Scripture and the Church Fathers, to be a real Orthodox Christian 

means to let that which was potentially in our initial experience become a living and dynamic reality.  We must let the 

Resurrected Lord live within us and express Himself through us.  We are ñgoodò Orthodox Christians to the degree that 

we are Christ-like. 
 

 The supreme test of an Orthodox Christian is positive rather than negative.  It is a relationship so deep and  

meaningful that all of life is influenced by it.  Yes, obey the commandments and moral laws.  Deeply believe in the 

teachings of the Holy Church. Fully live up to the requirements of the Church.  Work with love for the Church and the 

community.  Faithfully attend Church services regularly.  Support His Church, which He has placed in our hands, both 

financially and morally.  But let the motivation for all these expressions of the Orthodox Christian life be your love and 

gratitude to Almighty God for the blessings that have been bestowed upon you through the Resurrected Lord.  A ñgoodò 

Orthodox Christian life flows from within outward, and its source is your vital relationship to the living Lord, the 

Panagia and all His Saints. 
 

Praying that the abundant blessings of Almighty God and the prayers of the most Holy Theotokos be with you

And the things that you 

have heard from me among many witnesses, commit these to faithful men who will be able to 

teach others also.  You therefore must endure hardship as a good soldier of Jesus Christ.  No 

one engaged in warfare entangles himself with the affairs of this life, that he may please him 

who enlisted him as a soldier.  And also if anyone competes in athletics, he is not crowned 

unless he competes according to the rules.  The hardworking farmer must be first to partake of 

the crops.  Consider what I say, and may the lord give you understanding inall things...ò II 

Timothy: 2:1-7). 

In the early Church, the term ñmartyr: was originally used when characterizing the Apostles as 

witnesses of Christôs life and resurrection (Acts: 1:8, 22).  Due to the that the early Christians 

endured, however, the term was applied to those who gave their lives for the Christian Orthodox 

Faith.  In Greek the work martyrs means, ñwitnessò and, the verb form, martyred, means to 

ñbear witnessò or ñgive evidence.ò 

Though martyrdom was not a constant experience for the early Church, it was a possibility with which the early Christians had to 

reckon.  It was the consummate act of faith for as the Lord said: ñGreater love has no one than this, than to lay down oneôs lif e for 

his friendsò (John 15:13).  Before actually being executed, however, the martyr usually endured   extreme physical and moral       

sufferings. 

One of the saints recorded to have endured the greatest suffering of any martyr was the presbyter, Haralampos.  As a second century 

priest in  Magnesia, Asia Minor, he served his people with great faith and love.  His reputation as a man of God had spread    

throughout the area and many people came to the Faith through his preaching the good News of Jesus Christ.  During a period of 

extreme persecution, Haralampos did not hide, but openly and boldly preached the Christian Orthodox Faith! When Haralampos was 

finally arrested for having the courage to preach the Gospel, his persecutors devised a plan of persecution for everyone to witness,         

Although he was tortured repeatedly, he never denounced his faith in Jesus Christ.  For several months this persecution went on and 

not once did Haralampos weaken in his faith.  Forced to suffer extreme pain and degradation, Haralampos continued to preach and 

many miracles and conversion took place among the people.  When the soldiers thrashed the skin from his body Haralampos said: 

ñThank  you, my brethren, for scraping off the old body and reviewing my soul for new and eternal life.ò  In the final moments of his 

life, moments before he was to be beheaded, Haralampos lifted his hands to heaven and prayed for all humankind: ñLord, You know 

that men are flesh and blood; forgive them their sins and pour out Your  blessing on all.ò  Following this prayer the saint gave up his 

soul to God and died without the sword being laid to his neck. 

The Holy Spirit filled the martyrs and inspired them.  Although we may not experience persecution in our day and age, we, too, are 

called to follow the blessed example of the martyrs.  Having partaken in the Holy Mysteries of the church through Holy Baptism and 

Holy Chrismation, we are obligated to follow the example of the saints and strengthen our church for the ages to come.  As stewards 

of our precious Christian Orthodox Faith, our support to our local parish strengthens the ability of our church in America to preserve 

the Faith of the Apostles, Martyrs, and Fathers of the Church.  Let us joyously be witnesses of the Faith by offering our Time,       

Talents, and Treasure to the glory of God.

The Stewardship of St. Haralampos The Hieromartyr - February 10 
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 Sunday of the  

Publican and  

Pharisee 
 

The Pharisees were an 

ancient and outstanding 

sect among the Jews 

known for their diligent 

observance of the      

outward matters of the 

L a w .  A l t h o u g h ,         

according to the word of 

our Lord, they "did all their works to be seen of 

men" (Matt. 23:5), and were hypocrites (ibid. 23: 13, 

14, 15, etc.), because of the apparent  holiness of 

their lives they were thought by all to be   righteous, 

and separate from others, which is what the name 

Pharisee means. On the other hand, Publicans, col-

lectors of the royal taxes, committed many injustices 

and extortions for filthy  lucre's sake, and all held 

them to be sinners and unjust. It was therefore     

according to common  opinion that the Lord  Jesus 

in His   parable signified a virtuous person by a 

Pharisee, and a sinner by a  Publican, to teach His 

disciples the harm of pride and the profit of humble-

mindedness. 

Since the chief weapon for virtue is humility, and 

the greatest hindrance to it is pride, the divine       

Fathers have set these three weeks before the      

Forty-day Fast as a preparation for the  spiritual 

struggles of virtue. This present week they have 

called  Harbinger, since it declares that the Fast is 

approaching; and they set humility as the foundation 

for all our spiritual labors by appointing that the   

parable of the Publican and the Pharisee be read  

today, even before the Fast begins, to teach, through 

the vaunting of the Pharisee, that the foul smoke of    

self-esteem and the stench of boasting drives away 

the grace of the Spirit, strips man of all his virtue, 

and casts him into the pits of Hades; and, through 

the repentance and contrite prayer of the  Publican, 

that humility confers upon the sinner  forgiveness of 

all his wicked deeds and raises him up to the     

greatest heights. 

 

Sunday of the 

Prodigal Son 
 

Through the parable of  

today's Gospel, our      

Saviour has set forth 

three things for us: the 

condition of the     sinner, 

the rule of  repentance, 

and the greatness of 

God's compassion. The    

divine Fathers have put 

this reading the week 

after the parable of the  Publican and Pharisee so that,  

seeing in the person of the Prodigal Son our own 

wretched condition - inasmuch as we are sunken in 

sin, far from God and His  Mysteries - we might at last 

come to our senses and make haste to return to Him by 

repentance during these holy days of the Fast. 

Furthermore, those who have wrought many great   

iniquities, and have persisted in them for a long time, 

oftentimes fall into despair, thinking that there can no 

longer be any forgiveness for them; and so being  

without hope, they fall every day into the same and 

even worse iniquities. Therefore, the   divine Fathers, 

that they might root out the passion of despair from the 

hearts of such people, and rouse them to the deeds of 

virtue, have set the present parable at the forecourts of 

the Fast, to show them the surpassing goodness of 

God's compassion, and to teach them that there is no 

sin - no matter how great it may be - that can over-

come at any time His love for man.
