ON THE ELEVATION OF THE HOLY CROSS

Two events in connection with the Honorable CrdsShrist are commemorated on this day: first, thdihg of the
Honorable Cross on Golgotha and second, the refuire Honorable Cross from Persia to
Jerusalem.

Visiting the Holy Land, the holy Empress Heleleided to find the Honorable Cross of
Christ. An old Jewish man named Judah was themmywho knew where the Cross was lo-
cated, and, constrained by the empress, he revmethe Cross was buried under the temple
of Venus that Emperor Hadrian had built on Golgoffiee empress ordered that this idolatrous

temple be razed and, having dug deep below it,ddhree crosses.

While the empress pondered on how to recognizelwdfithese was the Cross of
Christ, a funeral procession passed by. Patriaraba¥ius told them to place the
crosses, one by one, on the dead man. When thegdplae first and second cross
on the dead man, the dead man lay unchanged. Whagipkaced the third cross on
him, the dead man came back to life. By this thegvk that this was the Precious
and Life-giving Cross of Christ. They then plackd Cross on a sick woman, and
she became well. The patriarch elevated the Corsalfthe people to see, and the
people sang with tears: “"Lord, have mercy!"

Empress Helena had a silver case made and ddbtiwable Cross in it.

Later, the Persian Emperor Chozroes conqueredalem, enslaved many people, and took the LGmbss to
Persia. The Cross remained in Persia for fourteansy In the year 628 the Greek Emperor Heracbfsatied Choz-
roes and, with much ceremony, returned the Crodernasalem. As he entered the city Emperor Hemachuried the
Cross on his back, but suddenly was unable todakéher step. Patriarch Zacharias saw an angedptieg the em-
peror from bearing the Cross on the same pathhkedtord had walked barefoot and humiliated. Thieigreh com-
municated this vision to the emperor. The empearoraved his raiment and, in ragged attire and batefook up
the Cross, carried it to Golgotha, and placed thexChurch of the Resurrection, to the joy andsotation of the
whole Christian world.

Hope and Love were born in Italy. Their mother wgsous
Christian widow who named her daughters for theghr
Christian virtues. Faith was twelve, Hope was te1d Love
was nine. St Sophia raised them in the love ot.tre Jesus
Christ. St Sophia and her daughters did not hidi fhith in
Christ, but openly confessed it before everyone.

An official named Antiochus denounced them to thmperor
Hadrian (117-138), who ordered that they be brotmht
Rome. Realizing that they would be taken beforestnperor
the holy virgins prayed fervently to the Lord JeSimsist,
asking that He give them the strength not to fedute and
death. When the holy virgins and their mother caefere
the emperor, everyone present was amazed at trapa
sure. They looked as though they had been broogddrhe
happy festival, rather than to torture. Summoniagheof the
sisters in turn, Hadrian urged them to offer saifo the
goddess Artemis.
